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Learning Objectives and Outcomes for Getting Practical

Key learning objectives for the Getting Practical CPD:

· To consider why we do practical work in science

· To reflect on how we best develop learners’ understanding and skills through practical work

· To explore how we present and stage practical activities so that they effectively deliver particular learning objectives

Key outcomes for teachers and their colleagues:

We hope that teachers will be:

· More reflective about their practical teaching e.g. they are planning practical activities with clear learning outcomes for pupils and they know how to assess the effectiveness of the activity in achieving these outcomes.

· Able to use the tools available through the CPD to reflect on the practical activities they have been using over a period of time (e.g. a term, a year or a key stage) with a particular group of pupils, and determine whether these activities can deliver the learning outcomes (e.g. knowledge & understanding, skills or enquiry) that they wish the pupils to achieve during this time.

· Confident enough to either increase or in some cases decrease the number of practical activities they use with pupils, because quality, not quantity, is the important factor in improving effectiveness.

· Able to use the tools available through the CPD to confidently plan, carry out and assess the effectiveness of their practical activities.

· Talking with colleagues, sharing good practice and cascading the CPD materials via coaching, departmental meetings etc. and also possibly carrying out some small-scale action research of their own.

We hope that teachers’ pupils will be:

· Aware of their own learning outcomes, and able to explain (when asked) why they are doing a particular practical activity and what they have learned from it.
